Over the past year, the cultural sector has begun to
climb the ladder into a post-Covid world. This year’s
mapping examines the extent to which the cultural sec-
tor was able to enter this new world and looks at the
road ahead.
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At first glance, the number of activities (roughly the same as 2020) suggests
that no progress has been made in 2021. However, upon closer inspection we
see that, although the total number of activities remained roughly the same,
the number of in-person activities was signficantly higher in 2021 than in 2020.
With 87% of activities (at least partially) in-person, the cultural sector has

Online vs In-person Activities made significant steps up the ladder towards a post-Covid world.
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(Discipline Breakdown> Artists from all disciplines continue to be internationally active. While music remains the
top discipline, this is the second year in a row that the number of music events has declined

in proportion to other events (from 50% in 2019 to 40% in 2020 and to 28% in 2021). This is

likely due to the fact that large concerts and music festivals are recovering slower than

many other cultural activities due to the mass-gathering nature of the events.

Nether lands

In 2021, we tracked international cultural activities by 2,473 Dutch artists and
organisations from 197 different Dutch towns and cities. The spread of inter-
nationally-active artists across Dutch provinces remained quite stable. While
artists from every province were internationally active, the four major met-
ropolitan areas (Amsterdam, Rotterdam, the Hague, Utrecht) remain strong-
holds for internationally-active artists, accounting for 68% of activities.

Major metropolitan areas cotinue to serve as a hub for international
cultural activities. In 2021, the top cities for Dutch international cultural
activities were Moscow, Berlin, New York, Seoul, and Paris. Of the
different cultural venues, festivals play a major role in attracting Dutch
artists, making up approximately 25% of all international venues in 2021.
